Proper positioning and fit of the OxyMask™ EtCOzis important.

An appropriately sized OxyMask™ EtCO: will fit below the eyes and cup the underside of the chin.
Center the pin and diffuser between the nose and upper lip area.

1 Remove the mask from the packaging, recycle or discard the plastic insert.

2 Place the mask on the patient’s face and position elastic strap at a comfortable -
tension below the ears or at the crown of the head. Adjust the tubing at the swivel to
relieve any twisting.

3 Attach the universal connector at the end of the mask tubing to an oxygen source, _

then attach the EtCO2 sample line to a side stream CO2 monitor, to obtain tracings.

4 Adjust the oxygen flow from 1 to 15 Ipm to achieve prescribed patient

oxygen saturation or oxygen flow rate.

5 Allow patient to stabilize on oxygen flow and assess. Adjust the oxygen flow rate as

necessary to achieve or maintain prescribed oxygen saturation.
